Opening Prayers & Summary of the Law (Please sit or kneel)

Our Father, which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy Name, Thy
kingdom come, Thy will be done, in earth as it is in heaven. Give us
this day our daily bread; And forgive us our trespasses, As we
forgive them that trespass against us; And lead us not into
temptation, But deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, the
power, and the glory, For ever and ever. Amen.

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts be open, all desires known,
and from whom no secrets are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our
hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly
love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ
our Lord. Amen.

Our Lord Jesus Christ said: Hear, O Israel, The Lord our God is one
Lord; and thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and
with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength.
This is the first commandment. And the second is like, namely this:
Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. There is none other
commandment greater than these. On these two commandments
hang all the Law and the Prophets.

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law.

Almighty God, whose kingdom is ever-lasting, and power infinite:

Old Testament Lesson (2 Kings 2.1-12) (Please sit)

Now when the Lord was about to take Elijah up to heaven by a
whirlwind, Elijah and Elisha were on their way from Gilgal. 2 Elijah
said to Elisha, ‘Stay here; for the Lord has sent me as far as Bethel.
But Elisha said, ‘As the Lord lives, and as you yourself live, | will not
leave you.' So they went down to Bethel. 3 The company of prophets
who were in Bethel came out to Elisha, and said to him, ‘Do you
know that today the Lord will take your master away from you?’ And
he said, 'Yes, | know; keep silent.
4 Elijah said to him, ‘Elisha, stay here; for the Lord has sent me to
Jericho. But he said, ‘As the Lord lives, and as you yourself live, | will
not leave you.' So they came to Jericho. 5 The company of prophets
who were at Jericho drew near to Elisha, and said to him, ‘Do you
know that today the Lord will take your master away from you?’ And
he answered, 'Yes, | know; be silent.
6 Then Elijah said to him, ‘Stay here; for the Lord has sent me to the
Jordan. But he said, ‘As the Lord lives, and as you yourself live, | will
not leave you. So the two of them went on. 7 Fifty men of the
company of prophets also went, and stood at some distance from
them, as they both were standing by the Jordan. 8 Then Elijah took
his mantle and rolled it up, and struck the water; the water was
parted to the one side and to the other, until the two of them
crossed on dry ground.

? When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, ‘Tell me what | may
do for you, before | am taken from you.’ Elisha said, 'Please let me
inherit a double share of your spirit’ 10 He responded, "You have
asked a hard thing; yet, if you see me as | am being taken from you,
it will be granted you; if not, it will not” 11 As they continued walking
and talking, a chariot of fire and horses of fire separated the two of
them, and Elijah ascended in a whirlwind into heaven. 12 Elisha kept
watching and crying out, ‘Father, father! The chariots of Israel and its
horsemen!’ But when he could no longer see him, he grasped his
own clothes and tore them in two pieces.

This is the word of the Lord. Thanks be to God.

1 The Lord, the most mighty God, has spoken and called the world
from the rising of the sun to its setting.

2 Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and
led them up a high mountain apart, by themselves. And he was
transfigured before them, 3and his clothes became dazzling white,
such as no one on earth could bleach them. 4And there appeared to
them Elijah with Moses, who were talking with Jesus. 5Then Peter
said to Jesus, ‘Rabbi, it is good for us to be here; let us make three
dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” 6He did
not know what to say, for they were terrified. 7Then a cloud
overshadowed them, and from the cloud there came a voice, ‘This is
my Son, the Beloved; listen to him!" 8Suddenly when they looked
around, they saw no one with them any more, but only Jesus.

9 As they were coming down the mountain, he ordered them to tell
no one about what they had seen, until after the Son of Man had
risen from the dead.

Likewise after supper he took
the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, he gave it to them,
saying, Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the New
Testament, which is shed for you and for many for the remission of
sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of
me. Amen.
