Today we come together to 
begin this solemn celebration in union with the Church throughout 
the world. Christ enters his own city to complete his work as our 
Saviour, to suffer, to die, and to rise again. Let us go with him in 
faith and love, so that, united with him in his sufferings, we may 
share his risen life. 

God our Saviour, whose Son Jesus Christ entered Jerusalem as 
Messiah to suffer and to die; let these palms be for us signs of his 
victory and grant that we who bear them in his name may ever hail 
him as our King, and follow him in the way that leads to eternal life; 
who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one 
God, now and for ever. Amen.

Old Testament Lesson  (Isaiah 50.4-9a) 

4 The Lord God has given me the tongue of a teacher, that I may 
know how to sustain the weary with a word. Morning by morning he 
wakens — wakens my ear to listen as those who are taught. 5 The 
Lord God has opened my ear, and I was not rebellious, I did not turn 
backwards. 6 I gave my back to those who struck me, and my cheeks 
to those who pulled out the beard; I did not hide my face from insult 
and spitting. 7 The Lord God helps me; therefore I have not been 
disgraced; therefore I have set my face like flint, and I know that I 
shall not be put to shame; 8 he who vindicates me is near. Who will 
contend with me? Let us stand up together. Who are my 
adversaries? Let them confront me. 9 It is the Lord God who helps 
me; who will declare me guilty? All of them will wear out like a 
garment; the moth will eat them up.

Blessed is 
the one who comes in the name of the Lord — the King of Israel!’  



14 Jesus found a young donkey and sat on it; as it is written: 15 ‘Do 
not be afraid, daughter of Zion. Look, your king is coming, sitting on 
a donkey’s colt!’ 16 His disciples did not understand these things at 
first; but when Jesus was glorified, then they remembered that these 
things had been written of him and had been done to him.

The Eucharistic Prayer

We praise and bless you, loving Father, through Jesus Christ, our 
Lord; and as we obey his command, send your Holy Spirit, that 
broken bread and wine outpoured may be for us the body and 
blood of your dear Son. On the night before he died he had 
supper with his friends and, taking bread, he praised you. He 
broke the bread, gave it to them and said: Take, eat; this is my 
body which is given for you; do this in remembrance of me. When 
supper was ended he took the cup of wine. Again he praised you, 
gave it to them and said: Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of 
the new covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the 
forgiveness of sins. Do this, as often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of me. So, Father, we remember all that Jesus did, in 
him we plead with confidence his sacrifice made once for all upon 
the cross. Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of 
salvation, we proclaim his death and resurrection until he comes in 
glory. 

Christ is the bread of life. When we eat this bread and drink this 
cup, we proclaim your death, Lord Jesus, until you come in glory. 

Lord of all life, help us to work together for that day when your 
kingdom comes and justice and mercy will be seen in all the earth. 
Look with favour on your people, gather us in your loving arms 
and bring us with all the saints to feast at your table in heaven. 
Through Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, in the unity of the 
Holy Spirit, all honour and glory are yours, O loving Father, for ever 
and ever. Amen.

Let us pray with confidence as our Saviour has taught us: 
Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name; your kingdom 
come; your will be done; on earth as in heaven. Give us today our 
daily bread. Forgive us our sins, as we forgive those who sin 



against us. Lead us not into temptation; but deliver us from evil. 
For the kingdom, the power and the glory are yours, now and 
forever. Amen.

We do not presume to come to this your table, merciful Lord, 
trusting in our own righteousness, but in your manifold and great 
mercies. We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs 
under your table. But you are the same Lord whose nature is 
always to have mercy. Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat 
the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ and to drink his blood, that 
our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body and our souls 
washed through his most precious blood, and that we may 
evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.
