New Testament Lesson (Colossians 1.15-20)

15 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation;
16 for in him all things in heaven and on earth were created, things
visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or
powers—all things have been created through him and for him. 17
He himself is before all things, and in him all things hold together.
18 He is the head of the body, the church; he is the beginning, the
firstborn from the dead, so that he might come to have first place in
everything. 19 For in him all the fullness of God was pleased to
dwell, 20 and through him God was pleased to reconcile to himself
all things, whether on earth or in heaven, by making peace through
the blood of his cross.

Gospel (We stand as we welcome the Gospel)
The Lord be with you. And also with you.

Hear the holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to St John
(1.1-14). Glory to you, O Lord.

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the
Word was God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things
came into being through him, and without him not one thing came
into being. What has come into being 4 in him was life, and the life
was the light of all people. 5 The light shines in the darkness, and
the darkness did not overcome it. 6 There was a man sent from God,
whose name was John. 7 He came as a witness to testify to the light,
so that all might believe through him. 8 He himself was not the light,
but he came to testify to the light. 9 The true light, which enlightens
everyone, was coming into the world.

10 He was in the world, and the world came into being through him;
yet the world did not know him. 11 He came to what was his own,
and his own people did not accept him. 12 But to all who received
him, who believed in his name, he gave power to become children
of God, 13 who were born, not of blood or of the will of the flesh or
of the will of man, but of God. 14 And the Word became flesh and
lived among us, and we have seen his glory, the glory as of a father’s
only son, full of grace and truth.

Sermon 'The Eternal Son: The Image of the Father’ - Matthias Grebe

Nicene Creed (We stand to declare our faith together)

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord,
Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the
Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God,
begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father; through him all
things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down
from heaven, was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin
Mary and was made man. For our sake he was crucified under
Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day
he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into
heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come
again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom
will have no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver
of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the
Father and the Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken
through the prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and
apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the
forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and
the life of the world to come. Amen.

Father, we give you thanks and praise through your beloved Son
Jesus Christ, your living Word, through whom you have created all
things; who was sent by you in your great goodness to be our
Saviour. By the power of the Holy Spirit he took flesh; as your Son,
born of the Blessed Virgin, he lived on earth and went about
among us; he opened wide his arms for us on the cross; he put an
end to death by dying for us; and revealed the resurrection by
rising to new life; so he fulfilled your will and won for you a holy
people. Therefore with angels and archangels, and with all the
company of heaven, we proclaim your great and glorious name,
for ever praising you and singing:



Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth
are full of your glory. Hosanna, hosanna, hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna,
hosanna, hosanna in the highest.

Lord, you are holy indeed, the source of all holiness; grant that by
the power of your Holy Spirit, and according to your holy will,
these gifts of bread and wine may be to us the body and blood of
our Lord Jesus Christ; who, in the same night that he was betrayed,
took bread and gave you thanks; he broke it and gave it to his
disciples, saying: Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you;
do this in remembrance of me. In the same way, after supper he
took the cup and gave you thanks; he gave it to them, saying:
Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, which is
shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, as
often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.

Great is the mystery of faith: Christ has died: Christ is risen: Christ
will come again.

And so, Father, calling to mind his death on the cross, his perfect
sacrifice made once for the sins of the whole world; rejoicing in his
mighty resurrection and glorious ascension, and looking for his
coming in glory, we celebrate this memorial of our redemption. As
we offer you this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, we bring
before you this bread and this cup and we thank you for counting
us worthy to stand in your presence and serve you. Send the Holy
Spirit on your people and gather into one in your kingdom all who
share this one bread and one cup, so that we, in the company of
St. Edward and all the saints, may praise and glorify you for ever,
through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, and in
whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be yours,
almighty Father, for ever and ever. Amen.

But you are the same Lord whose nature is
always to have mercy. Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat
the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ and to drink his blood, that
our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body and our souls
washed through his most precious blood, and that we may
evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.
